Dear Friends of China Forum,

The year 2022 marked an extraordinary year in history: the Beijing 2022 Winter Olympics
and Paralympic Winter Games were held successfully, China hit a record high number of
space launches with the newly completed Tiangong Space Station, and the highly anticipat-
ed 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China (CPC) was held, with the entire
Party and people of China of all backgrounds embarking on a new journey to build China
into a modern socialist country in all respects.

The year 2022 was also a year of turmoil and unease. The Russia-Ukraine conflict and
subsequent Western sanctions against Russia exacerbated energy supply issues and food
insecurity, soaring inflation and a faltering global economic recovery. As these unprece-
dented changes evolved, the G20 Summit called for endeavors to seek common ground while
reserving differences, while the COP27 promoted efforts to turn climate commitments into
actions. Countries around the world remained devoted to maintaining world peace, propel-
ling economic growth, and strengthening international cooperation. With intensified
competition among major powers, China faced more external challenges and risks while
complicated and negative public opinion on China-related issues persisted.

In 2022, China Forum, with “telling Chinese stories, making Chinese voices heard, and
helping the world understand China” as its mission, made headway as it continued to break
new ground, increased the means and channels of communication with the rest of the
world, expanded information for experts, improved services, and scaled up the fields and
issues for foreign exchanges. A total of 14 conferences were hosted/co-organized domesti-
cally and abroad throughout the year. The (recommended) experts of China Forum attended
about 60 international seminars and published more than 60 articles/interviews through
overseas media. More than 100 original column articles/summary of information editing
summary/video and audio programs were produced. China Forum excelled at publicity and
interpretation of the 20th CPC National Congress and strengthened cooperation with Asian
think tanks to bolster Asia’s role in global governance. China Forum held a workshop
outside China for the first time and organized or attended seminars in line with China’s
diplomatic and local needs for foreign cooperation. The number of articles published in
foreign media, especially interviews of China Forum experts, registered a significant
increase as they attended offline meetings abroad since the outbreak of the COVID-19
pandemic. This yearbook will present some highlights of China Forum in 2022 and the
dedicated work of our team.

We would like to take this opportunity to express our heartfelt thanks to the partners and
experts of China Forum for your unwavering support. We would not have the confidence to
persevere without you. In 2022, with persistence and courage, we carried on with our
original aspirations firmly in mind. Looking ahead, as we bid farewell to the old and usher
in the new in 2023, we look forward to working together with all our partners to make the
voice of China heard by the international community in a more straightforward and authen-
tic manner.
