2021 has also been a challenging year. The COVID-19 pandemic rages on. The global
economy has seen a slow and fragile recovery, and international cooperation, multilateral-
ism and globalization have been put to the test as unilateralism and protectionism were
rising. Despite all the efforts China has made, there continues to be much disinformation
and misreporting around it. The increasingly challenging international public opinion
environment tells us that there is a long way to go to improve China’s communication with
the rest of the world.

This year, China Forum carried on with its mission to tell the Chinese story, make the
Chinese voice heard and increase the outside world’s understanding of China. We
remained an active participant in virtual international conferences and co-hosted webinars
with international think tanks. We stepped up our efforts to promote expert articles to
international media and created new content for our publications such as video programs
and podcasts. Over the year, China Forum experts have participated in more than 70
international seminars, among which 16 were hosted/co-hosted by China Forum. We
released 24 short videos and 27 podcast episodes. With our recommendation, 31 articles
by China Forum experts were published on international media outlets, and we facilitated
7 international interviews featuring our experts. Our work covers a wide range of topics.
This yearbook aims to share with you some of the highlights of our work in 2021, and to
celebrate the hard work and dedication of the China Forum team.

On behalf of the China Forum team, we would like to express our sincere gratitude to you,
our partners and experts, for your continued support. Looking ahead to 2022, we look
forward to walking hand in hand with all our partners to make China’s voice heard and
better understood.
